Curriculum Intent

Modern and Ancient languages provide a way of transcending cultural barriers, allowing students to view their world from a different
viewpoint. It prompts them to question what is “normal” and provides them with the ability to embrace that fact that the world is a rich and
diverse place filled with different customs, perspectives, history, arts, literature and ways of communicating.

It also affords students the chance to understand the codes, which exist behind languages, and how these might interplay, or be at odds with
English. They will be able to recognise that rules and patterns exist throughout languages and that these may well be influenced by the

impact of culture. Students can start to build a more powerful understanding of their own language through questioning how we put
together words, sentences and text.

One particularly powerful skill that is developed in language learning is the ability to speak and think simultaneously.
