Extra funding available for your child and our school
[image: ]We have use a new platform called Online Free School Meals which allows us to easily and quickly check if families are eligible.  Students entitled to Free School Meals receive a daily allowance of £3.48 pre-loaded onto their cashless canteen account.  Students also receive a 60p breakfast contribution to their account which must be used before 8:20am. If eligible, students just need to simply enter their pin at the till in the canteen to receive this allowance.  If your child receives free school meals, our school also receives extra Pupil Premium funding each year.  This can help fund extra support in our school, some of the many examples include targeted tuition, additional staffing, curriculum trip contributions, uniform support and food technology ingredients provided.

Your child is eligible for free school meals if you’re in receipt of one of the following benefits:
· Universal Credit with an annual net earned income of no more than £7,400, before benefits are taken into account.
· Income Support
· Income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance
· Income-related Employment and Support Allowance
· Support under Part 6 of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999
· The guarantee element of Pension Credit
· Working Tax Credit run-on (paid for the four weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit)
· Child Tax Credit (with no Working Tax Credit) with an annual income of no more than £16,190
Once you have submitted your details on the OnlineFreeSchool meals platform, you will receive an instant email informing you if you meet the criteria.  If eligible, your child can input their pin at the canteen and start receiving their daily allowance the following week. Any benefits that you currently receive will not be affected.   All information will be treated with the strictest confidence.
